2008-2009 Kindergarten Application Instructions 
 

 
Use the Kindergarten Application to apply for the schools of your choice for the 2008-2009 school year. For additional 
information, please consult the 2008-2009 Enrollment Guide for Parents, or visit an Enrollment Center. 
 
Section 1 – Enter the address where your child lives (the home address).  If your child lives in more than one home, enter 

his/her primary address. 
 
Section 2 – Use this application for kindergarten only.   
 
Section 3 (Optional) – Complete this section only if you prefer to use a child care address instead of your home address 

to determine transportation eligibility.  A child care address is considered a “service address” and is used only for 
determining transportation and some mandatory assignments.  Child care addresses are NOT used to determine 
assignment priority.  Assignment priority is based on home address only. 

 
Section 4 (Optional) – Complete this section if you want your child to attend the same school as another child in your 

household.  To obtain sibling priority for a school, a student must live in the same household and have the same 
home address as his/her sibling(s).  It is your responsibility to ensure that the home address on record for the 
sibling(s) you list in this section is the same as the one provided in Section 1.  Conflicting addresses may prevent your 
child from receiving sibling priority to a school.  In addition, the sibling(s) must be assigned to that school in the 2008-
2009 school year.  Sibling priority is not available to a student if his/her sibling is not assigned to that school next year.   

   
Section 5 – Use the Kindergarten Choice Worksheet (Worksheet) provided on the back of these instructions to help 

you fill out Section 5.  Schools on the Worksheet are listed alphabetically by cluster.  Schools providing transportation 
and/or assignment priority to more than one cluster are listed within each applicable cluster as “out-of-cluster options.” 
Alternative/non-traditional schools are listed in italics, and those providing all-city assignment and transportation are 
listed at the bottom of the Worksheet.  All schools listed provide full-day regular kindergarten programs; available half-
day and Montessori programs are listed separately.  
 
On the Worksheet, number your school choices (up to ten) in order of preference, starting with “1” for your first choice.  
You may choose any of the schools listed, but your child might not be eligible for transportation if you choose a school 
not listed in your cluster.   
 
Use your completed Worksheet to fill in at least three school and program choices in Section 5.  Start with your first 
choice and fill in the School Number and School Name for each choice.  If you are applying for a half-day or 
Montessori program fill in the appropriate optional program box; leave the optional program boxes empty if you are 
applying for a full-day regular kindergarten program.  The example below shows how to complete Section 5 if your 
first choice is Laurelhurst full-day kindergarten, second choice is Laurelhurst half-day kindergarten, and third choice is 
Thornton Creek full-day kindergarten: 

 
 
Section 6 (Optional) – Your child will be placed on the waiting list for your first choice school if he/she is not assigned to 

that school.  If you would rather have your child on the waiting list for a school other than your first choice, check the 
box in Section 6 and write in the name of your preferred waiting list school; you may select any of your choices from 
Section 5.  Your child will be placed on the waiting list for your preferred school only if he/she is assigned to a school 
ranked lower on your application than the waiting list school.  Otherwise the waiting list school will default to your first 
choice school.  Your child may be on only one waiting list. 

 
Section 7 (Optional) – Check here only if your child is currently attending a school outside of your resident cluster, and 

you would like him/her to continue attending that school if none of your choices in Section 5 is available.  Please write 
in the name of your child’s current school for verification.
