Reading Over the Summer Matters 
Reading during the school year is important, but kids’ reading 
skills are only maintained when they continue to read over the 
summer. Researcher Harris Cooper confirmed that summer 
vacation results in an average reading achievement gap of about 
3 months for students with less access to books, compared to 
those with more access. This loss can accumulate to two or more 
years by the end of middle school, even when effective 
instruction during the school year is taking place. Enhancing 
children's access to books during the summer, especially for 
families with fewer means, is important.
