HOW CAN YOU ENROLL? 

If you’ll be starting 9th or 10th grade in Sep-
tember 2010, you can enroll in STEM. There 
are NO entrance requirements. Just ask your 
family to help you fill out the form during 
Open Enrollment between March 1 and 31. 

If you need a little extra help with your 
classes, there will be support to help you 
catch up.  

If you’re already ahead, you’ll find plenty of 
challenge in STEM’s rigorous college prep 
curriculum.
