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Meetings of the Board will be scheduled in accordance with the law and as deemed 

by the Board to be in the best interests of Seattle Public Schools and the community.  
Therefore, the Board will function through:  1) regular meetings, 2) special meetings, 3) 
emergency meetings, and 4) public hearings.  All meetings shall be open to the public to 
the extent required by law.   
 

The regular meetings of the Board of Directors are held at least once a month 
according to a yearly schedule adopted in advance by the Board.  The Executive 
Committee  may amend the schedule.  All regular Board meetings shall be held on 
Wednesdays at 6:00 p.m. in the Frances Owen Auditorium located in the John Stanford 
Center for Educational Excellence, 2445 3rd Avenue South, or in another convenient 
District facility. Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised, will be used as a guide when 
necessary to assist in the orderly transaction of Board business. 
 

Agenda items will be timed, and times will be enforced by the Board President.  
 

Public notice shall be properly given for any special meeting, whenever a regular 
meeting is adjourned to another time or when a regular meeting is to be held at a place 
other than the John Stanford Center for Educational Excellence. 
 

Special meetings may be called by the President or on a petition of a majority of the 
Board members.  A written notice of a special meeting, stating the purpose of the Meeting, 
shall be posted to the district’s web page not less than twenty-four hours prior to the time 
of the meeting, and each Board member shall receive notice of the posting by e-mail and 
telephone.  Written notice shall also be sent not less than twenty-four hours prior to the 
meeting to each local newspaper of general circulation and to any radio or television 
station that has filed a written request for such notices.  Public testimony and business 
transacted at a special meeting will be limited to that stated in the notice of the meeting. 
 

As per Seattle School District policy, no confidential or individual personnel issues 
shall be brought before an open meeting of the School Board.
