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POLICY 
 
It is the policy of the Seattle School Board to adopt all basic instructional materials, 
including textbooks.  Responsibility to approve supplemental and library materials 
is delegated to the principal of the building in which they are used.

Note:  At an election in 1897, the School District was authorized to furnish free 

textbooks and supplies in all grades in the regular schools.  No change in 
this requirement can be made unless again the question is voted upon by 
the electorate.
