Lunch will be served from
12:00 to 12:30 p.m. Students will be dismissed at 12:30.

Transportation

Classes are scheduled at multiple locations across the district. Students will be assigned to the site closest to
their summer daytime address. Yellow buses will pick up students living outside the school’s predetermined
walk boundaries. If your child is eligible for transportation, you will receive a transportation letter in late
June. Buses will pick up students at neighborhood stops and return them there in the afternoon. There will be
no door-to-door service unless it is required by the Transportation department.
