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Margreet, which is a Dutch version of Mar-
garet, moved to the US about 20 years ago from
the Netherlands and was a biomedical research
scientist in her former life. She’s been a certified
teacher since 2002 and discovered a passion
for teaching elementary school math during
her training. She’s worked as a math specialist at the John Stanford
International School since 2005 and still works there two days a week.
She’s taking classes to become endorsed to teach math at the second-
ary level.
