Libr ar y Cards & Checkout. All staff and 
students (and many parents) have library cards 
kept in three-ring binders at the circulation desk. 
Each classroom has its own binder, and cards 
are filed alphabetically by student’s last name. 
Parent cards are in the Staff/Parent binder.  

¥ Please feel free to check out your own 
materials. Our kids love to do this and learn 
quickly! But do check the screen after each 
scan as there is a slight delay. Please get help 
if you’re not sure what to do!  

¥ Materials are checked out for two weeks and 
may be renewed. There are no fines, but we 
ask that parents pay for or replace lost or 
damaged books with the same book in like 
binding (paperback or hard cover).  

¥ Return books by dropping them in the slot 
next to the circulation computer or in the 
slotted table just outside the east door of the 
library. 

¥ Each student has a regularly scheduled library 
checkout day. The schedule is posted on the 
library door. Primary students will receive a 
refrigerator magnet to help them and their 
families remember which day to bring books 
back. I also suggest designating a specific 
location in your house (a basket, bin, special 
shelf, etc.) just for Mary Cooper Library books. 
Fewer lost books = fewer headaches and a 
well-maintained collection! Thanks for your 
help!
