Octoberõs Coalition of Essential Schools Principle:  . . the school's design should be shaped by the 
intellectual and imaginative powers and competencies that the students need, rather than by "subjects" as convention-
ally defined. The aphorism "less is more" should dominate: curricular decisions should be guided by the aim of thor-

ough student mastery and achievement rather than by an effort to merely cover content.   

If you visit the Nathan Hale campus at lunchtime, youõll see teacher and coach Hoover Hopkins, 
walkie-talkie in hand, rain or shine, walking the school grounds. He doesnõt have to do it, but 
Hoover considers it part of his responsibility as an educator to help ensure that students are 
healthy and safe.   

Last year, Hoover received every possible award for his excellence as a football coach. He led the 
Raiders to a Metro Sound Division title and the state playoffs, acquiring honors and adulation 
along the way. But thatõs not all: he also hosted a successful after-school homework club for his 
athletes, and led an athletic program that has the highest participation rate of any Seattle high 
school as well as some of the highest numbers of scholar-athletes.   

Whatõs Hooverõs secret? He sees his work in terms of the òintellectual and imaginative powers and 
competenciesó of students on the field of play, in the classroom, and even at lunchtime. Hoover 
teaches a few key principles and teaches them with depth: teamwork, integrity, discipline, and high 
expectations. He is a passionate lifelong learner and models the skills he teaches every day.   

Throughout our school, you will find similarly dedicated educators working in many capacities, 
from the Teen Health Center to a Physics classroom to the Library, all with the same fundamental 
focus. Regardless of what òsubjectó we teach, we all teach students how to be honorable, thinking, 
skillful citizens. 

The year is off to a wonderful start, with construction proceeding on the east end of the school. 
By next year, we will have a new Library, new Art classrooms, a new home for our Radio pro-
gram, and a new Fitness Center. Thank you for your support as we move forward to create a 
physical space that reflects our role as both heart and beacon to the community.

As you may know, 
there have been some changes in the structure of the coun-
seling department. Kate Reynolds will serve students with 
the last names A-G, Jeff Jones will serve students with the 
last names H-N, and Julia Shin will serve students with the 
last name O-Z. This will provide students and families the 
opportunity to have the same counselor throughout high 
school. 

The counselors at Nathan Hale High School address the 
academic, personal/social and career development needs of 
all students. Nathan Hale counselors implement a compre-
hensive school counseling program that promotes and en-
hances student achievement. Counselors are available to 
help with individual planning for the future, whether it be 
college, vocational training or employment, with an empha-
sis on a successful high school experience. This includes, 
but is not limited to, informing students of their progress 
toward graduation requirements, course selections related 
to meeting graduation requirements, fulfilling post-high 
school plans, and providing referrals for student and family 
supports. The counseling staff also works closely in collabo-
rating with teachers and other faculty members, and wel-
comes contact with families.

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YEARBOOKS: To be guaranteed a book in June, students must buy a yearbook before December 5, 2008. Students who 
do not buy a book by then will have to wait until after the first three days of distribution in June. If there are extra books, 
then the student may purchase the book at a substantially higher cost: $75 for the book onlyñfirst come, first serve basis. So 
donõt forgetéBUY TODAY! Please see the fiscal clerk, Joyce Ask, in the Bookroom to make a payment and receive a re-
ceipt. Remember to keep your receipt. A Yearbook can be purchased separately from the ASB Activity Card for $55, but the 
best deal is to buy both for $70ña savings of $10. All orders for the Yearbook must be received by December 5, 2008. 

ASB ACTIVITY CARD: All students receive a NHHS ID card, which is NOT the same as an ASB Activity Card. The 
studentõs ASB Activity Card will have a sticker added to their ID Card. The sticker is PROOF of payment and shows the 
difference between the ID Card and the ASB Activity Card. An ASB Activity Card has great benefits like: discount tickets on 
HOME football games; discounts on all ASB events and dances; FREE tickets on HOME Basketball games; and more. The 
ASB Activity Card can be purchased separately from the yearbook for $25, but the best deal is to buy both at the $70.00 
costña savings of $10. A Studentõs Identification Card is NOT an ASB Activity Card. 

STUDENT IDENTIFICATION CARD: A must-have for all students. Students who did not get their photo taken 
on Raider Day or on Make-Up Day MUST have their photo taken on Thursday, October 2. A Studentõs Identification 
Card is NOT an ASB Activity Card. 

FALL SPORTS FEES: Now for the mix-up and the fix-upésome CLARIFICATION about Fall Sports Athletic Fees, 
the ASB Activity Card and the Yearbook! Many of our Fall Sports Athletes purchased their ASB Activity Card and paid their 
Athletic Fee. However, they did NOT buy their YEARBOOK at the same time. For those who DID purchase their ASB 
Activity Card and now want to buy a YEARBOOK, please see Ms. Tertocha in Room 124 to confirm the purchase of the 
ASB Activity Card. Students will be given the confirmation and will be directed to the Bookroom to purchase the Yearbook 
for $45.00 since they have already bought the ASB Activity Card and can received the discounted rate. A bit confusing? Yes, 
but we can help. Please feel free to contact Ms. Tertocha if you have any questions.   

SENIOR PHOTOS: All seniors who want their senior picture in the yearbook need to have their color digital photo 
taken by a reputable studio and delivered to the yearbook team no later than October 17. Rowland Studios is the official 
photographer for NHHS. Please call for an appointment: 206-522-7171. Students who do not visit a studio will have a 
GREAT opportunity to have their senior photo session here at Hale on Thursday, October 2 with Rowland Studios. The 
cost is $15, which will guarantee a professional photo for the senior section of the yearbook. (This is also the day of the 
SENIOR CLASS PHOTO during Mentorship). Although Rowland Studies is the official photographer for NHHS, other 
professional photographers may be used. ID Card photo will not be used in the senior section.  

SIBLING PHOTOS: Sibling photos will be taken on Thursday, October 23 during Mentorship. 

GRAD ADS: Sales for Senior Grad Ads will begin December 1. A complete information packet will be mailed home to 
senior families before Winter Break.

Raider Rebuild Underway 

Summer was a busy time for the Nathan Hale High School mod-
ernization project.  We successfully completed the Cityõs Master 
Use Permit process and obtained building permits for the Raider 
Parkway classroom portables and the first phase of the new li-
brary/arts addition, called Project 1A, which is now underway.  A 
new gas service was installed from 30th Avenue NE. We also 
performed hazardous materials abatement in the main building 
ceiling, demolished the old portables P1 through P3 and covered 
walkway, and renovated the former daycare portable into a 3D art 
classroom.  Temporary classroom portables (P1 through P8) were 
set up in the south parking lot.  Finally, the athletic field turf was 
replaced at both Hale and Summit K-12. 

Current Events - Projects 1A and 1B 

The Project 1A contractor Condon-Johnson has begun installing 50-foot deep auger-cast piles for the new library/arts addi-
tion on the east side of the building.  This work is expected to last through the month of September.  Heavy construction 
should be minimal during the month of October while we bid and award the next phase, Project 1B, which is the new 27,000 
square foot addition and renovation project. This includes the new library, art classrooms, KNHC radio station, and a new 
fitness center.  Construction of Project 1B is scheduled to start in November and be completed by fall 2009. 

Parking and Traffic 

There have been many questions about the temporary impacts on parking and traffic due to construction at Hale.  Placement 
of portables in the south parking lot has eliminated approximately 65 parking stalls, and 60 parking stalls are lost from the 
east lot due to construction.  We have been communicating in a variety of ways with students, staff, parents, and neighbors 
about the issues and how to minimize the impacts.  Judging by the great first week of school, it appears that students and 
staff are adjusting to the changes.  The Summit K-12 lot can be used for overflow parking, especially during events such as 
the first home football game, soccer match, or Curriculum Night on September 25.  We encourage all Hale students and staff 
to show respect for your Hale neighbors, and please stay out of the construction area. 

Project 2 - The Big Renovation 

Meanwhile, the project team is continuing design of Project 2, which includes the renovation of the main building including 
the offices, academic core, cafeteria and commons, and athletic facilities.  Absher Construction of Puyallup has been selected 
to participate during design and to manage the construction of Project 2. We are excited to have a local partner involved so 

early in the process to help ensure the project is a 
success.  The design team will soon schedule meet-
ings with Hale staff to discuss and plan for Phase 2.
