Anti-Bullying Assembly:

John Hay’s official school-wide kick-off to the Olweus Anti-Bullying Program took place last Friday.   The goals of the Olweus program are to; reduce existing bullying incidents here at Hay, prevent the development of new incidents, and to improve student relationships.  Our student council developed the kick-off.  It involved an assembly, which included a performance from a few of our drama students and a description of the expectations from Ms. Laprade and myself.  During the assembly, students were introduced to the four “Anti-Bullying Rules” that we have adopted here at John Hay.  Those rules are as follows: 

1. We will not bully others; 

2. We will help students who are bullied;

3. We will include students who are easily left out;

4. When we know somebody is being bullied, we will tell an adult at school and an adult at home.

Bullying is defined as intentional harm-doing that is repeated over time.  It occurs in a relationship in which there is an imbalance of power between the target and the bully (or bullies).  Please be sure to review and discuss the anti-bullying rules with your students at home.  It is important for the success of our "No Tolerance Bullying Policy" that students are as comfortable discussing bullying at home as they are at school.   

Moveathon Up- Date:

Thanks to the efforts of our students and the generosity of the John Hay community, this year’s Moveathon was a huge success.  Not only was it a wonderful community building activity, it also generated record breaking funds that will directly go to support student programs here at John Hay.
