This is an im-
portant year for Seattle Schools on many fronts. On Octohguréposed attendance area boundaries will be
unveiled by the district. These boundaries could affect where your student will attend high school. It is impera
that parents review this proposal and provide feedback to the school district. This is our chance. Please see

In addition, two school district levies, one funding Operations, and the other funding Capital Improvements
(Building, Technology and Academics Ill or BTA IIl) will be on the ballot in February, 2010. These levies prov
crucial funds for each school in the district. The BTA Il levy comes up every 6 years. This levy funds hundre
maintenance projects, and technology and academic initiatives. The Operations levy provides basic operatir
money to schools in the district, and comprises up to approximately 20% of each schools budget. Finally, tax
initiatives on the ballot for consideration at the 2010 Legislative session in Olympia could greatly effect school
funding in the state.
